Parish Safe Environment Coordinator


As part of the implementation of A Safe Environment for All: Diocese of Madison Policy Regarding Sexual Abuse of Minors, Sexual Misconduct, and Sexual Harassment, every pastor was asked to identify a Parish Safe Environment Coordinator to coordinate the various aspects of implementation in the parish and to maintain the necessary records.

Specifically, the Parish Safe Environment Coordinator would be responsible for the following:

1) Coordinating the distribution of the diocesan policy entitled A Safe Environment for All: Diocese of Madison Policy Regarding Sexual Abuse of Minors, Sexual Misconduct, and Sexual Harassment and the Diocese of Madison Code of Pastoral Conduct to the appropriate individuals within the parish.

2) Collection of the signed Statement of Receipt and Agreements for the diocesan policy and forwarding them to the Diocese of Madison (Office of Safe Environment).

3) Collection of signed Volunteer Code agreements from the volunteers for filing within the parish.

4) Securing signed copies of the Authorization for Background Investigation from employees and volunteers to be sent to the Diocese (Office of Safe Environment).

5) Coordinating efforts with the safe environment facilitators within the parish or in your surrounding area to provide the safe environment training programs:

a) The Protecting God’s Children for Adults training by Virtus( for all clergy, all employees, and any volunteer who serves in a program involving children.  

b) The optional Protecting God’s Children for Parents training by Virtus( that can be offered to all parents of the parish and school.

c) The Children’s Program (Valuing God’s Gifts in Ourselves and Others) that must be offered to all children in the schools and religious education programs.

6) Maintaining a parish registry or database of these measures as they are taken.

7) Communicating with the Diocesan Office of Safe Environment. This can be accomplished by using the Office of Safe Environment Webpage at www.madisondiocese.org, the First-Class email system, by calling the Office of Safe Environment @ (608) 821-3133, and by responding to mailings by our office.

8) Reviewing the Compliance Details Reports for your location(s) and sending all corrections to the Office of Safe Environment to help us maintain the Diocesan Safe Environment Database.
