Dear Parent,

The safety and well-being of the children of our community should be a matter of highest priority for all members of our community. While you as parent are the primary educator of your child, we recognize our obligation to support your efforts through lessons on personal safety and safe behaviors. Bishop Morlino has designated November 6-13, 2011 as safe Environment Week for Children. Your child will participate in a lesson intended for that purpose.
The lesson is age-appropriate and is designed to help the children to develop the vocabulary and boundary distinctions necessary to ensure their health and safety. The students will:

1. Recall the skills and knowledge learned in the K-2 safe environment lessons. 

2. Practice recognizing unsafe situations.

3. Practice making safety decisions that require good judgment. 

When discussing “good judgment,” the need to make decisions based on what is known was stressed such as following rules for safety.  

You may want to review the lesson with your child. You may want to remind your child that no one should approach or touch them in a way that makes them feel scared, uncomfortable, or confused. If someone does, they should immediately tell you. 

Schools and religious education programs always recognize and support parents as the primary educators of their children, and support parents who choose to teach their own children, with regard to these matters. If you would like to do this, contact your school principal or religious education director for the materials.
Parents are encouraged to participate in the Virtus “Protecting God’s Children for Parents” training. This program is designed to assist parents in providing education for personal safety to their children. Another resource for parents is the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children, which provides general tips for parents and guardians to help keep their children safer.
